Approximately 100 dinner guests 

heard his stimulating report concerning the labors ƻŦ ¦LaΩǎ ŀǾƛation team.  Chihuahua-based pilots assist 

UIM and other missionaries to reach tribal people who have never heard about Jesus, especially in their 

own heart language.  ¦LaΩǎ Ǉilots and mechanics based in Tucson also help a variety of Christian 

workers to provide an array of services to tribal peoples:  medical and dental clinics, agricultural 

assistance, water purification projects, and Theological Education by Extension classes.  Aviation speeds 

the process of taking the Good News to isolated peoples, reducing 10 hours of ground travel to one hour 

in the air.   

 

Increasing numbers of Mexican Christians are becoming involved in outreach to their own countrymen, 

a number of whom are now with UIM International.  Some minister among national and tribal groups in 

central and northern Mexico ; others are developing camps in southern Mexico. 

 

Through the years since a Wycliffe missionary made contact with the Huichols, God has worked amazing 

miracles!  A group of 25 families who became Christians were ousted from their home village; now 

Mexican missionaries utilize UIM Aviation to provide Theological Education by Extension classes for 

them in their new mountain community.  Huichol pastors want to use aviation to reach other Huichol 

tribal villages.  In that area, a 20-minute flight saves these pastors 16 hours by bus, boat, and foot!
